Paintings must be done in the tradition of “open air” with an officially stamped canvas or other 

surface, up to maximum size of 36 united inches (width + height).  

 

CMPAF Painting location area includes the Upper Arkansas River Basin from Leadville to Coto-

paxi and from the Continental Divide to ten miles East of the Arkansas River.  

 

Mediums permitted:  Full-color, 2D (pastel, watercolor, oil, acrylic, or other wet medium)   

 

No photography or digital entries, please. 

 

 Art work entered in the competition for Sat. Sept. 24 show must be appropriately framed and 

ready to hang.  

 Frame molding is not to exceed 3” in width  bringing total art work to 48 united inches. 

(width + height) 

 Artists may bring their own frames or buy pre-made frames at a 20% discount at Riverside
